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The primary word for us to understand today is the word 
"submit".  	
  

• Colossians 3:18 - wives submit to your husbands	
  
• Titus 2:5 - ...submissive to their own husbands	
  
• I Peter 3:1 - wives be subject to you own husbands...	
  
• Galatians 3:28 - "all one in Christ" - but in role within the 

family home.	
  
• All Christians in verse 22 - "submitting to one another out of
